They nead to know that Jesus can make the difference and there the Lord has already reached thousands souls
for salvation. Some Christians tell us that MexicoEHC reaches the poor and ignerant but seldom we reach the
veell educated or rich people. Itispartially truth, but the Lord also knew that rich people put their trust mainly
in material things than in spiritual issues when He declared . “../ saith unto them, Children, how hard is it for
them that trust in riches to enter inta the kingdom of God! " (Marlk 10: 23-27).

MexicoEHC has the vision for 2015 to reach also the heads of criminal gangs, kidnappers, drugs, arms and
people traffickers, prostitutes (men and women) and also illegal immigrants. We need your prayersfor this
greatproject. The reason the Holy Spiritput this goal in our heart is that the root of our people’s ignerance,
poorness and lack of faith is due to the control that these kind of people has had on Mexicans for many more
than 80 years. Qur people is sad, far away God because they do not know Him. Thisis cur duty to introduce
them to the Bible and show them that there is other way inlife, and this Way is only Jesus Christ. Pray for us
aswe start this journey next 2015,

Everyday God is guiding our Brethren Volunteers to find more doors of homes opened and ready to start
Discipleship Groups or people who accept to study the Bible on a systematic way. Our Volunteers are engaged
to visit them, at least once a week. Many have joined local Churches and others are being baptized.




IN CITY URUAPAN, STATE OF MICHOACAN IN THE PACIFIC REGION

Uruapanis the second largest city in Michoacan, and this city is also known as the capital of Aguacate. in this area most of this vegetable [AVOCADO] from
Mexico is produced. Like the rest of the state, one of our main problems is violence. But we also constantly face roadblocks by local farmers who have adopted
this practice as a means to enforce their law before the authorities. This often affects the rest of the population, who arrive late for work or school by these
manifestations that are commonin the area.

Inrecent days we had the concern to go out to evangelize the community of San Andreés, where for the glory of God a group of brothers and us preparedin
prayer and headed to visit homes to tell them about Jesus Christ. The main difficulty in this community is that people are very religious. Here they are very
devoted to the saints, as 5t. Andrew, St. Francis of Assisi, and the Virgin of Guadalupe. Here people express their religion - being very devout and faithful and
everyone attends Sunday Mass. All collaborate or engage in the activities of the fair that takes place every yvear in honor of these idols. This makes them very
closed to hear the zospel. However, the Lord every day is still being glorified and permitting us to evangelize and meet people with whom we have been able to
speak of the love of Christ.

We were able to evangelize 62 homes and we spoke to several people we met on the streets. We also talked with some youth and children in a basketball court.
We observed ignorance in the inhabitants of this region, because they do not read the Bible and have very different and false ideas about who Jesus is.

In Neighborhood “The Gardens” located Eastern Chihuahua, is a sector of the working class, and is located just behind an industrial area
where there are many "maquiladoras”. Hence, people inhabiting this colony are working in these centers.
