Another name for Jesus is the WORD

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with
God, and the Word was God. He was in the beginning
with God. All things were made through Him, and without
Him nothing was made that was made. In Him was life,
and the life was the light of men.

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JESUS DID NOT YIELD TO THE TEMPTATION
OF THE DEVIL

Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness
to be tempted by the devil. And when He had fasted forty
days and forty nights, afterward He was hungry. Now
when the tempter came to Him, he said, “If You are the
Son of God, command that these stones become bread.”

But He answered and said, “It is written, ‘Man shall not
live by bread alone, but by every word that proceeds from
the mouth of God.””

Then the devil took Him up into the holy city, set Him
on the pinnacle of the temple, and said to Him, “If You
are the Son of God, throw Yourself down. For it is written:
‘He shall give His angels charge over you,” and, ‘In their
hands they shall bear you up, lest you dash your foot
against a stone.””

Jesus said to him, “It is written again, “You shall not
tempt the LORD your God.””

Again, the devil took Him up on an exceedingly high
mountain, and showed Him all the kingdoms of the world
and their glory.

“You shall not take the name of the LORD your God in vain,
for the LORD will not hold him guiltless who takes His name
in vain.

“Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy.

“Honor your father and your mother, that your days may be
long upon the land which the LORD your God is giving you.

“You shall not murder.

“You shall not commit adultery.

“You shall not steal.

“You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.

“You shall not covet your neighbor’s house; you shall not
covet your neighbor’s wife, nor his male servant, nor his
female servant, nor his ox, nor his donkey, nor anything that
is your neighbor’s.” —Exodus 20:3-4, 7-8, 12-17

WHILE ON EARTH

Jesus cleansed a leper
And behold, a leper came and worshiped Him, saying,
“Lord, if You are willing, You can make me clean.” Then Je-
sus put out His hand and touched him, saying, “l am willing;
be cleansed.” Immediately his leprosy was cleansed.
—Matthew 8:2-3

Jesus stilled the storm

And suddenly a great tempest arose on the sea, so that
the boat was covered with the waves. But He was asleep.
Then His disciples came to Him and awoke Him, saying,
“Lord, save us! We are perishing!” But He said to them, “Why
are you fearful, O you of little faith?” Then He arose and
rebuked the winds and the sea, and there was a great calm.

Jesus fed the multitude

“There is a lad here who has five barley loaves and two
small fish, but what are they among so many?” Then Jesus
said, “Make the people sit down.” Now there was much
grass in the place. So the men sat down, in number about
five thousand. And Jesus took the loaves, and when He had
given thanks He distributed them to the disciples, and the
disciples to those sitting down; and likewise of the fish, as
much as they wanted. So when they were filled, He said to
His disciples, “Gather up the fragments that remain, so that
nothing is lost.”

When His disciples saw the miracles that Jesus did
they believed that He was the Son of God.
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JESUS CHRIST HAS POWER OVER SIN
Jesus forgives the sins of a paralytic then heals him

Then they came to Him, bringing a paralytic who was
carried by four men. And when they could not come
near Him because of the crowd, they uncovered the roof
where He was. So when they had broken through, they
let down the bed on which the paralytic was lying.

When Jesus saw their faith, He said to the paralytic,
“Son, your sins are forgiven you.”

And some of the scribes were sitting there and reason-
ing in their hearts, “Why does this Man speak blasphe-
mies like this? Who can forgive sins but God alone?”

But immediately, when Jesus perceived in His spirit
that they reasoned thus within themselves, He said to
them, “Why do you reason about these things in your
hearts? Which is easier, to say to the paralytic, “Your
sins are forgiven you,’ or to say, ‘Arise, take up your
bed and walk’? But that you may know that the Son of
Man has power on earth to forgive sins”—He said to
the paralytic, “I say to you, arise, take up your bed, and
go to your house.” Immediately he arose, took up the
bed, and went out in the presence of them all, so that all
were amazed and glorified God, saying, “We never saw
anything like this!” —Mark 2:3-12
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JESUS CHRIST HAS POWER OVER DEATH

Jesus raises Lazarus from the dead

Jesus said, “Take away the stone.” Martha, the sister of
him who was dead, said to Him, “Lord, by this time there is a
stench, for he has been dead four days.” Jesus said to her,
“Did | not say to you that if you would believe you would see
the glory of God?” Then they took away the stone from the
place where the dead man was lying. And Jesus lifted up
His eyes and said, “Father, | thank You that You have heard
Me. And | know that You always hear Me, but because of the
people who are standing by | said this, that they may believe
that You sent Me.” Now when He had said these things, He
cried with a loud voice, “Lazarus, come forth!” And he who
had died came out bound hand and foot with graveclothes,
and his face was wrapped with a cloth. Jesus said to them,
“Loose him, and let him go.” —John 11:39-44

Jesus raises a widow’s son from the dead

And when He came near the gate of the city, behold, a
dead man was being carried out, the only son of his mother;
and she was a widow. And a large crowd from the city was
with her. Then He came and touched the open coffin, and
those who carried him stood still. And He said, “Young man, |
say to you, arise.” So he who was dead sat up and began to
speak. And He presented him to his mother.

And go quickly
and tell His disciples that He is risen from the dead, and
indeed He is going before you into Galilee; there you will
see Him. Behold, | have told you.”

So they went out quickly from the tomb with fear and
great joy, and ran to bring His disciples word.

And as they went to tell His disciples, behold, Jesus
met them, saying, “Rejoice!” So they came and held Him
by the feet and worshiped Him. Then Jesus said to them,
“Do not be afraid. Go and tell My brethren to go to Gali-
lee, and there they will see Me.” —Matthew 28:5-10
