This is the month known for giving thanks, but
it is also the month to remember the martyrs. On
All Saints Day (November 1) the early church
commemorated the martyrs of the past year.
Today, many churches observe the International
Day of Prayer for the Persecuted Church.

It is only a minority of Christians who do not
suffer for their faith. Persecution is a regular
occurrence in over 70 countries. Tod Nettleton
of Voice of the Martyrs said, “In many countries
preparation for persecution is part of the
evangelism process. If you accept Jesus, they
are told, these are the ways you may suffer.”

In areas that have religious freedoms, many
churches make the Gospel palatable by not
emphasizing discipleship, and cross bearing.
Therefore, the message that comes through is
often “God wants you to be happy,” and “All you
need to do is believe.” This gospel comes at no
cost, no change, and no power.

The disciples rejoiced that they were counted
worthy to suffer shame for His name (Acts 5:41b).
They had learned from Jesus that whoever does
not bear his cross and come after Me cannot
be My disciple. (Luke 14:25-27). Paul and
Barnabas strengthened the souls of the disciples
by exhorting them to continue in the faith, and
saying, “We must through many tribulations
enter the kingdom of God” (Acts 14:22b). Paul
wrote, For, in fact, we told you before when we
were with you that we would suffer tribulation,
just as it happened (1 Thessalonians 3:4a).

As you give thanks for your blessings and
freedoms, please remember to pray for the
Persecuted Church.
