
Imagine a nation comprising over 7,000 islands, where 
approximately 30 million people, particularly in remote or tribal 
areas, have little to no access to the gospel. 23,000 villages lack an 
evangelical church.

Picture people so impoverished and desperate for food that they 
bread, season, and refry waste from fast-food restaurant dumpsters for 
their daily sustenance.

Consider the harsh reality of roughly 19-20 tropical cyclones entering 
your country annually, with flooding and landslides.

Ponder the logistics of sharing the gospel with unreached multitudes 
and imagine the sidecar of a motorcycle being your most reliable and 
affordable means of transporting Scripture booklets.

Reaching those with limited resources presents a challenge, and such 
a task seems insurmountable, but there is hope!

According to our coordinator in the Philippines, Rene L., this is a 
heart-rendering synopsis of the current situation in his country. Inflation 
and fuel prices have skyrocketed because of the violent conflict in the 
Persian Gulf. Natural disasters are commonplace, and tens of millions 
have yet to be reached with the message of God’s love.

Hope for the Philippines

Through the Lord’s Spirit, many 
evangelistic groups are at work 
within that precious country. Teams 
stand ready with a nationwide 
strategy, yet topical Scripture 
booklets remain urgently needed.

During a recent conversation 
with Rene, he expressed delight and 
heartfelt thanks for the 1,213 boxes 
of Scripture booklets he received 
at the end of April in the following 
languages: Bicol, Cebuano, English, 
Ilocano, Tagalog, and Waray.

Rene has been sharing gospel 
literature in his nation since 1987 
and used to pay for whatever tracts 
he could afford until he discovered 
World Missionary Press Scripture 
booklets in 2012. Free booklets 
with hundreds of topically arranged 
Bible verses for evangelism and 
discipleship were a game changer!

He understands the power of a 
single Scripture booklet, evidenced 
by a colleague who received one 
four decades ago. That colleague 
is now a bishop who oversees 
32 congregations across the 
Philippines!

Twenty ten-pound boxes of 
Scripture booklets loaded onto 
the sidecar of his motorcycle will 
reach at least ten thousand people 
with the gospel of Jesus Christ. If 
he carried Bibles, he would reach 
exponentially fewer souls because 
of space, weight, and monetary 
constraints.

Another advantage of Scripture 
booklets over Bibles is that “less is 
more.” It is most often quite difficult 
for unbelievers to find the message 
of salvation contained in the sixty-
six books of the Old and New 
Testaments. Scripture booklets 
point people straight to the 
message of salvation through Jesus 
Christ and give them a focused 
lens through which they can better 
understand the Bible.

Scripture booklets are also 
extremely popular gifts in the 
Philippines during the Christmas 
season, which is fast approaching. 
Christmas festivities in the 
Philippines begin on September 
1st and end during the first week of 
January!

Rene exclaimed the following 
regarding the virgin birth of our 
Lord: “The exact date of Jesus’ birth 
is not an issue here. The important 
thing is that it happened!”

The diverse evangelistic teams 
distributing World Missionary Press 
Scripture booklets in the Philippines 
span the socio-economic spectrum, 
from students to a medical doctor in 
Manila who also serves as a lawyer 
and college professor!

It is truly incredible to think of 
the impact that the gospel message 
of hope and love brings, and what 
sharing it can do. Rene knows this 
and just like us, he longs for the 
Philippines to know Jesus.

Free booklets with hundreds of topically 
arranged Bible verses for evangelism 
and discipleship were a game changer!
